Award categories

1. Company Driver Safety Award for the organisation that has implemented initiatives that do most to promote safe driving among employees.

2. Eco Fleet Award for the organisation that has done the most to improve safety and the environment by introducing green initiatives, from innovative travel plans, to fuel efficient driving and more. 

3. Fleet Safety Analysis and Action Award for the organisation that has implemented the most effective procedures for carrying out risk assessments, crash data analysis, and introducing tailored interventions.

4. Fleet Safety Innovation Award for the fleet service provider or fleet operator that has developed a pioneering approach to fleet safety in 2010 with greatest success.
5. Fleet Safety Partnership Award for the fleet service provider and fleet operator partnership that has delivered the most outstanding results.
6. Fleet Safety Product Award for the product that does the most to improve fleet safety through innovation.

7. Road Safety in the Community Award for the organisation that has worked hardest with its local community to improve road safety for all road users.

8. Safe Vehicles Award for the organisation that has implemented the most effective maintenance procedures and technology to improve the safety of its vehicles.

9. Road Risk Manager of the Year Award for the risk or fleet manager who has implemented exemplary road risk management policies with proven results.

10. Kevin Storey Award for Outstanding Commitment to Road Safety for the organisation or individual that has gone above and beyond the call of duty in its commitment to road safety, not just within the company but also the wider community. Organisations cannot enter this Award themselves, but can nominate someone else within the industry by emailing forum@brake.org.uk.

Entries for Road Risk Manager of the Year and Kevin Storey Outstanding Contribution Award

Complete questions 22 – 26. In questions 22 – 25 describe the initiatives the individual has developed/been a driving force behind, and the wider context of those initiatives within the organisation.

Question 26 is an opportunity to describe their personal contribution to developing these initiatives, developing the organisation’s commitment to road safety, and what they have done which has gone over and above what was necessary to do the job.

Entries to other categories

Complete questions 22 – 25.

22. What is it? (word limit 200)
Describe the initiative, product or service. Be specific about what is included in the initiative or service, or what the product is and what it does. Use plain English and avoid jargon – those judging the entries may not have come across you and your product/service/initiative before and need to understand exactly what it is you are doing.

23. How is it new or different? (word limit 300)

Explain how your initiative, product or service is innovative. You can include here details about why it has been introduced, what you hoped to achieve, how your initiative/product/service is different to what your competitors do, or how your initiative/product/service is based on the latest research or thinking. If it is an existing initiative/product/service that has been improved, you must demonstrate how it has changed and why these improvements were made.

24. What is the context? (word limit 300)

Explain how the initiative, product or service fits into a wider fleet safety strategy and demonstrates your organisation’s commitment to improving road safety. You can include details of policies or strategies you have in place, other initiatives/products/services which the one you are submitting as an entry complements, and anything else your organisation has in place to improve road safety.

25. Tangible results (word limit 300)

Demonstrate how effective the initiative, product or service has been. You should include statistics demonstrating this, e.g. a reduction in crashes, greater awareness of issues among staff / drivers, impact on reporting and recording of incidents, reduction in insurance claim costs etc. Show how your targets were SMART – specific, measurable, achievable, realistic, time-based, and the extent to which they were achieved.

26. Individual role and commitment (only if entering Road Risk Manager of the Year or Kevin Storey Award) (word limit 300)

Explain how the initiative shows the individual’s commitment to road safety, and how the individual was a driving force behind the initiatives described. Include details of anything else which the individual has done which has gone over and above what was required to do the job and shows an outstanding commitment to road safety.

Additional information

You may send additional information with your entry. This could include evidence to support your entry such as sections of reports or research, graphs showing your results, letters from your customers describing how effective your initiative/product/service has been. Additional supporting information must be limited to a maximum of two sides of A4. Unfortunately any information over and above this cannot be considered due to volume of entries.
